





Imagination at CES 2009 NG

In January Imagination took part in CES, our
fifth year presenting at the show. Our meeting
place in South Hall 4 provided us with a unique
space to demonstrate a wide range of products
using our technologies, as well as holding
meetings in this area with customers and
ecosystem members.

New products

New products with Imagination inside that you
should keep an eye out for in 2009 include the
new Palm Pre, which uses POWERVR SGX
technology, via a new Tl OMAP3 SoC. This will
be one of the first POWERVR SGX phones to be
released in the west in 2009 (though of course
Japan has seen SGX enabled phones since
November!).

Many of the top products at CES were built
around the killer combination of an Intel Atom
Z series processor and Intel GMA500, with
POWERVR SGX graphics and POWERVR VXD
HD video decode.

With an 8" screen the SONY Vaio P series is the
smallest Vaio, yet it comes with full 1080p HD
support which takes advantage of the Intel
GMAS500's brilliant video and graphics

show preview event that takes place before the
show proper, on the 6th of January. This gave
journalists the chance to see our technology
and products before the official start of CES.

MSI’s Wind U115 netbook has a 10" display,
runs both solid-state and standard hard drives,
and provides up to 10.5 hours running time
when fitted with an optional 9 cell L-ion
battery.

The Dell Mini 10 has a 10" HD display showing
720p, a built-in TV tuner and an edge-to-edge
keyboard.

ASUS S121 is the upgraded version
of the S101. The S121 has a 12.1"
back-lit LED display and a leather
palm rest. Users have the option of
having a standard disk drive of up to
250GB or a 512GB solid state drive.

Intel® STB SoC

At CES 2009 Intel exhibited its CE3100
chip for digital TV. The CE3100 uses
Imagination’s POWERVR SGX technology,
and was shown running a Ul demo
designed by our Business Relations team.

New CE3100 products were announced at
CES from major brands including Toshiba,
Fujitsu and Gigabyte and innovative
support for the technology came in the
form of widgets from Yahoo and others.

A large area at Intel was dedicated to
mobile Internet devices and netbooks with
the Intel GMA 500 inside, built using
POWERVR graphics and video technology.
This included new products from Clarion
and UMID.

The Intel stand also demonstrated POWERVR
technology inside a mock car dashboard
showing the advanced capabilities of Intel’s
Atom platforms for automotive and

navigation applications. /—)

Finally, the T91 Eee PC is only 1" thick and
offers a rotating touch screen, so it can be used
as both a netbook and a tablet PC. The T91
houses an 8.8" display capable of recognizing
multi-touch inputs. It has a 160GB hard drive,
1GB RAM and uses the Intel Atom Z520
processor.
